1. Introduction – 2 minutes

1. Get to Academic Search Complete (brief why start here)

4. Narrow results by using tools on left hand side (date, scholarly journals only, subject, etc)

5. How to get an article by going into record

6. Email and cite buttons

7. *if time truncation and quotations?

8. Point out subject guides page
