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· Combine “book review” with keyword describing your topic, using AND

· Limit your search by publication date
· Email, save and cite your sources easily within Access World News
Recommended Starting Point #2: LexisNexis Academic
Linked from E-Newspapers and News, http://www.lib.washington.edu/types/enewspapers/
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· On the homepage of LexisNexis navigate to the  left side column, select “News,” and then select “Newspapers and Wires” 
· Combine “book review” with keywords describing your topic, using AND

· Limit your search by publication dates
· Email, save and cite your sources easily within LexisNexis

Recommended Starting Point #3: New York Book Review and Times Literary Supplement
Linked from the English Subject Guide, http://guides.lib.washington.edu/english
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· Under the book review tab on the English subject page select “New York Book Review” 

· Choose Advance Search
· Change the first line’s search field to “All fields (no full text)-ALL”
· Limit to Full Text
· Combine “book review” with keywords describing your topic, using AND

· Limit your search by publication dates
· Email, save and cite your sources easily within LexisNexis

3. Who is the intended audience for the book review? (For example: general audience, well-informed book readers, scholars, etc.) Does the author have a particular bias or point of view?

5. Do some research about your newspaper (via the news database or Google). Where was your newspaper published? Where is your newspaper distributed (local, regional, national, international, etc.)? List any other relevant information you find about the newspaper here.

6. Who is the intended audience for the newspaper? Does the newspaper have a particular bias or point of view? 

7. Does the book review indicate a favorable (positive) or critical (negative) reception of Atonement? How do you know this?
