GEOG 315 Lit Review Workshop Outline
Class Materials: Worksheets (40) 
I. Short introduction

The goals for today are to: provide students with resources and strategies to enable you to find, choose, read and summarize articles; and to support students in developing a framework to analyze articles for your literature review.
II. Students’ research topics and keyword discussion: 
a. With students, Amanda will model how to translate a research topic into keywords using the “Soda vs. Pop Map” Exercise: http://www.mrfizzys.com/Images/softdrinksmap.png (this comes from a 1996 linguistics study that was inspired by this map)
b. Now, let’s go from a specific Geography article to its keywords, by breaking the article down into key concepts. Reading: Shaw, Ian Graham Ronald, Deborah P. Dixon , and John Paul Jones III (2010) “Theorizing Our World.” Research Methods in Geography: A Critical Introduction. John Wiley and Sons.
Possible Keywords: epistemology, critical realism, Human Geography, Marxist Geography, methodology, ontology, paradigm, Poststructuralist Geography, others
Worksheet Activity: Using class worksheet, students will write down what their general research topic is at this point and brainstorm related keywords from the topic. Switch topics with the person sitting next to you; add your additional keywords, synonyms, etc. A few students will share their topics/keywords with the class. 
III. Scholarly articles: building blocks of literature reviews
a. Brief overview of what to look for in scholarly journal articles. Review: watch short “what is a scholarly journal article tutorial” with class: http://guides.lib.washington.edu/content.php?pid=55083&sid=1284098 
For evaluation of articles, please refer to “how do I tell if this is a good source” link from UW Bothell library:  
b. In addition to tips discussed earlier, review the bibliographies for recommended sources related to your proposal topic. Remember that your research question will guide your choice of sources and how you use them as evidence.
IV. Finding scholarly journal articles to build your literature review 
a. Use GeoBASE and other scholarly journal article databases to conduct your own literature review.
-Emphasis on moving beyond broad search tools (Google Scholar, JSTOR, etc.) to get connected to deep coverage of journals in your discipline; increased searching power; indexed by experts in the field. Strategies to model: Limit by publication type or including “Literature Review” in the search; Create a search strategy based on initial question and save search/search alerts; Refine search strategy via Advanced Search: show some features and possibilities, including: date, searching, descriptors/subjects (good tool for scholars).

b. Geography Lit review resources 

c. Specialized tools for Geography Literature Reviews
- Overview of recommended starting points: Progress in Human Geography, Annual Reviews, Google Scholar, etc.

- Briefly model “Progress Reports” from PiHG
Worksheet Activity: Using the worksheet, students will respond to and share their answers to questions, such as: Which resources will you be consulting for the Assignment Topic Worksheet, due Monday? Why? What are your next steps in the research process?
